Ms. Borchard asked the committee members whether they support going dark in the
summer, and if so, which month.

Unit (IPU)

Dr. Schipper provided an update on the CSU. He noted that it had a soft opening on
April 22" and a full opening on April 23. VCBH and the Ventura County Medical Center
(VCMC) IPU/CSU use different computer programs for patient records, so both |
departments are working on a way to capture data, especially regarding the disposition |
for those who are not admitted to the IPU. All local Emergency Rooms are aware of the |

IPU and the CSU. Local hospitals, VCMC and VCBH hold regular meetings.

Jerry Harris noted that the Action Plan should include the opening of the CSU and a
request for regular data updates. He suggested inviting to this meeting Audra
Strickland, Regional Vice President of the Hospital Association of Southern California.

He also noted that one of the BHAB's roles is to point problems and try to find solutions.

Ms. Borchard noted that St. John’s Hospital is actively working on opening its own CSU,
called emPath (see presentation to this committee done in February).

Ms. Brooking, Ms. Borchard and possibly BHAB member Kevin Clerici will draft an
Action Plan regarding the CSU/IPU.

Old Business

A. Review Draft Action Plans for Older Adult Outpatient and Inpatient Services
Ms. Borchard noted that she is working on finding out about Community Memorial
Hospital’s interest in opening a geriatric inpatient unit.

Dr. Schipper agreed to obtain data on VCBH Older Adult Team’s clients who are
hospitalized out of county. However, he cautioned that this partial data could lead to
erroneous assumptions as the number of non-VCBH older adults who get hospitalized
out of county is unknown. Mr. Harris suggested reviewing the data contained in the
2017 Data Notebook, a summary of older adult-specific data from all California
counties.

Ms. Wilking reminded all that she, Ms. Brooking and Elizabeth Stone were involved in
creating the two Older Adult Action Plans. She noted that the role of the committee is
to identify needs and advocate for programming but not to create programs. Ms.
Brooking noted that Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) Prevention and Early
Intervention (PEI) funding is being considered for new programs for the older adult
population. Mr. Schumacher expressed his interest in starting a program with older
adult peers.

The committee agreed to the idea of combining both Action Plans into one and to make

it about services to the Older Adult population. Ms. Brooking, Ms. Wilking, Mr.
Schumacher, and Barbara Keller agreed to meet as a workgroup to refine the Action
Plan and bring it back to the committee at the June meeting.

Discussions centered
around two bills: peer support certification and mandatory training for 911 operators on
how to handle mental health calls. Ms. Brooking added that the group also advocated for
some other bills. She feels that, compared to other counties, Ventura County is fortunate
in terms of the array of services available,

Ms. Brooking noted that she has read a powerful op-ed article on grave disability. 1t will be

shared with the committee. Lynne Gibbs added that the legislators want an audit before

further considering the idea of Lanterman Petris Short (LPS) Reform. David Deutsch noted

that he and a few others had a lengthy conference call with Senator Hanna-Beth Jackson,
who does not currently seem to support the reform due to her concerns over clients’ civil

Update: Behavioral Health Adult Division — Dr. John Schipper

A.  On May 1% it was announced that Anka Behavioral Health has filed for Chapter 11.
Anka is the provider for the Crisis Residential Treatment (CRT) in Ventura and for
Hillmont House in Camarillo. It appears that Anka will be out of business in four to six
weeks. VCBH is working with other providers to find appropriate alternatives for the
clients. Clients stay on average 15 days at the CRT and 1 % years at Hillmont House.

B. Maria Hernandez, Ethnic Services Manager, has left VCBH. Elizabeth Clark-Thasiah,
Quality Improvement Manager, is transitioning out of VCBH.

C. The Board of Supervisors asked VCBH to provide the moment of inspiration on April
30" at the start of its regular meeting. After a brief introduction of the Assist program,
two clients shared their positive experience with the program.

D. Astakeholder meeting on Assist will be scheduled in the near future, most likely in late
May.

Actualizacion: Division de Adultos de Salud Conductual - Dr. John Schipper

A. En 19 ™ se anuncié que Anka Behavioral Health ha pedido el Capitulo 11.
Anka es el proveedor para el Tratamiento Residencial de Crisis (CRT) en Ventura
y para Hillmont Casa en Camarillo. Parece que Anka estard fuera del negocio en
cuatro o seis semanas. VCBH esta trabajando con otros proveedores para
encontrar alternativas adecuadas para los clientes. Los clientes se quedan en
promedio 15 dias en el CRT y 1 afio y medio en Hillmont House.

B. Maria Hernandez, Gerente de Servicios Etnicos, ha dejado VCBH . Elizabeth
Clark-Thasiah, Gerente de Mejora de la Calidad, esta haciendo la transicién de
VCBH.
