Chair Harris called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m.

ll. | Approval of the Agenda

IV. | Welcome and Introductions
Mr. Harris welcomed everyone and asked for introductions.

V. | Chair Announcements

Mr. Harris noted that the Steinberg Institute has made a recommendation to help
individuals who are most in need of residential care. Itis currently unknown whether the
Governor’s budget includes this recommendation.

VI. | Public Comments
Bob Wickham reminded all that NAMI will have an Open House the following day at its
new location, 555 Airport Way, Suite F, in Camarillo.

Stuart Fiedler proposed teleconferencing BHAB meetings to increase awareness in the
community. He also suggested that schools teach that crime does not pay, linking this to a
restitution program.

Upon questioning, the BHAB Assistant noted that teleconferenced meetings would have
to follow the Brown Act.

Georgia Perry invited all to the ribbon-cutting of the labyrinth at the Growing Works
nursery in Camarillo. She noted that the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) Community
Needs Assessment showed that an essential element for recovery is a sense of
community, as provided at the nursery.

VIl. | Board Members Comments and Announcements
Ms. Gardner thanked Ms. Brooking for sharing an article on a homeless woman and the
need to reform the definition of grave disability.

Gina Petrus noted that a new Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) training is taking place all
week this week. She will attend the session on Youth Mental Health.

Ms. Brooking noted that VCBH’s Logrando Bienestar will give a presentation on suicide
prevention at a conference in San Gabriel.
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VHI. | Director’s Updates

A. In honor of May Is Mental Health Month, VCBH was invited to give the Moment of
Inspiration at the Board of Supervisors meeting of April 30. A brief overview of the
Rapid Integrated Support and Engagement (RISE) and Assist program was given,
followed by testimonial from two Assist clients who have benefited from the
program.

B. Tables with information on mental iliness have been set up at the Government Center
and in the lobby of the VCBH building.

C. On May 14 Telecare will hold What Recovery Means to Me, a mental health
awareness event, at the Government Center.

D. The Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) will be onsite this week to conduct a
compliance review of the Drug Medi-Cal Organized Delivery System (DMC-ODS).

E. Pacific Clinics will hold a conference called “Suicide: A Mental Health Crisis in our
Society” on May 16 in San Gabriel. Logrando Bienestar will present on its program.

F.  On May 19 Turning Point Foundation will celebrate its 30" anniversary with a
luncheon at the Pierpont Inn in Ventura and a labyrinth ribbon-cutting at the Growing
Works nursery in Camarillo.

G. Avolunteer resource fair will be held at the Government Center on May 30.

H. NAMI California Conference will be held on May 31-June 1 in Newport Beach.

IX. | Secretary’s Report - Janis Gardner

A. JoeS. Ramirez has been appointed to the BHAB.

B. Five members did not attend a committee meeting in April. Mr. Harris asked Ms.
Gardner to contact them and remind them to let the Chair and/or BHAB Assistant
know when they will not be able to attend a meeting.

C. Supervisor Parks has one opening, which she would like to fill with a consumer. Mr.
Harris noted that in some counties, the advisory boards screen the applicants and
only forward to their Board of Supervisors the applications of those they feel are good
candidates.

X. | New Business

A.

Evaluate April 15 General Meeting

Ms. Gardner noted she appreciates Mr. Harris sharing information he receives from
the California Association of Local Behavioral Health Boards & Commissions
(CALBHB/C), of which he is a Governing Board Member.

Overview of the 2017 Data Notebook for Older Adults and Overview of the 2016
Project on Behavioral Health Services for Children and Youth in California

Mr. Harris noted that he asked CALBHB/C to request that the California Behavioral
Health Planning Council advise boards and commissions when consolidated Data
Notebooks are completed and provide copies directly to them. For the first time,
CALBHB/C has provided copies of the reports on the 2017 and 2016 Consolidated
Data Notebooks; they include information from all the boards/commissions in
California that contributed answers. These two documents contain valuable
information and data on the topics that were addressed. BHAB members are
encouraged to review these two documents.

Transitional Age Youth (TAY) Committee BHAB Membership

Mr. Harris noted that only one BHAB member, Chair Margaret Cortese, attended the
April BHAB TAY Committee meeting. Other members need to participate on this
committee on a regular basis.

Annual Report Preparation — Review Mission, Vision and Objectives

Mr. Harris will request at the General meeting that as a first step in the process to
prepare the Fiscal Year 2018-19 Annual Report, board members review the current
BHAB mission and vision statements and objectives to determine the need for any
changes. He will also request Committee Chairs to do the same for their mission and
vision statements and objectives. This item will be placed on the June General
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Meeting Agenda as an action item. Review of committee mission and vision
statements and objectives will take place at a later date.

E. Request for CALBHB/C BHAB Training — Update
Mr. Harris noted that as a follow-up to BHAB member requests for additional board
member training, he contacted CALBHB/C. it was learned that training is available
but at a cost of $1,500 to do the training specifically for our board. Since this is not
feasible, Mr. Harris will continue to encourage members to attend the free training
that takes place at the same time and place as CALBHB/C quarterly meetings.

F. CALBHB/C Los Angeles/Southern Region Meeting & Training, June 21-22, Santa Ana
Mr. Harris noted that this is a free training. Gina Petrus noted she attended one such
meeting shortly after being appointed to this board and found it very useful.
Information on the training will be provided to all board members.

A. Follow-up to the BHAB Letter to the Board of Supervisors (BOS) Regarding Institutions
of Mental Diseases (IMD) Exclusion Waiver
Supervisor Huber’s staff has acknowledged receiving the BHAB letter and is reviewing
it. Dr. Johnson noted that Supervisor Parks will bring the topic up to the BOS for
discussion.

B. Crisis Stabilization Unit (CSU) Update
Mr. Harris noted that the CSU opened on April 23. He has requested quarterly
update reports, including workload data for presentation to the BHAB.

C. Nominating Committee Update )
Mr. Harris has reviewed the role of the Nominating Committee with one of its
members. The committee will present the slate of officers for the upcoming fiscal
year at the General meeting on May 20.

D. VCBH Budget Presentation Update
Edith Pham noted that the VCBH Fiscal Manager is available to present in June. After
a brief discussion, it was decided that the budget presentation take place only at the
June 17 General meeting.

E. Future Presentations
Ms. Pham noted that a presentation on the Assist program will be given at the May
General meeting, and one on vaping at the June General meeting.

F. Future Recognitions
Ms. Pham noted that Dr. Frances O’Sullivan will be recognized at the May General
meeting. A suggestion was made to recognize Pam Roach, who served on the Mental
Health Board for many years; the officers agreed.

Dear Board of Supervisors:

At its regularly scheduled meeting on March 18, 2019, the Ventura County Behavioral
Health Advisory Board (BHAB) passed a motion, by a unanimous vote, requesting that
your Board prepare a letter to the State of California asking the State to apply for a waiver
to the Institutions of Mental Disease (IMD) Exclusion that would allow Medicaid to pay
for in-hospital beds at psychiatric hospitals and facilities.

Background

Currently, federal law does not allow Medicaid to pay for care in many psychiatric
hospitals. Specifically, the law prohibits payment for adults between ages 21-64 in
hospitals or treatment facilities that have more than 16 beds and that primarily provide
mental health or substance use care. Updating the IMD exclusion will help those who
suffer from serious and persistent mental illnesses receive improved access to the level of
care which they so badly need and deserve. By doing so, this will help address the critical
shortage of inpatient psychiatric hospital beds by increasing available beds and will also
help to alleviate emergency room and jail overcrowding.

The Ventura County Behavioral Health Advisory Board urges the Ventura County Board
of Supervisors to stand with NAMI Ventura County, NAMI Los Angeles County, the
County Behavioral Health Directors Association, the California State Association of
Counties, and numerous other California organizations in advocating for and urging that
California submit an application for this IMD Exclusion Waiver as quickly as possible.

Recommendation

The Ventura County Behavioral Health Advisory Board (BHAB) respectfully requests that
your Board prepare a letter to the California Department of Health Care Services
requesting that the State of California apply for the IMD Exclusion Waiver to allow
Medicaid to pay for in-hospital beds at psychiatric hospitals and facilities.
