Director’s Updates

A. The External Quality Review Organization (EQRO) conducted the first audit of the VCBH

Alcohol & Drug Programs’ Drug Medi-Cal Organized Delivery System (DMC-ODS), which

has been in place since December 2018. The audit went very well.

In late February EQRO will conduct an audit of the VCBH mental health side.

C. VCBH is working with the Health Care Agency (HCA) on health information exchange
database between Ambulatory Care clinics and VCBH; this will help in the delivery of

w
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services to common clients. County Counsel is involved in this. In the future, the
integration will also include the Inpatient Unit (IPU). The state is moving toward full
integration with health care systems and with behavioral health and substance use by
2026. This is part of CalAIM/Medi-Cal Healthier California for All.

D. VCBH has had many calls with CalAIM. These calls help VCBH understand the state’s
perspective.

E. The Health Care Agency (HCA) recently held a town hall in Fillmore to provide education
on the HCA services available; it had a large turnout. A similar town hall will take place in
Santa Paula on February 18.

- Site Visit Schedule: site visit leaders need to provide a specific date; Mr. Bhavnani
reminded the Executive team that he has scheduled a site visit of the Crisis Residential
Treatment (CRT), currently managed by Golden State, on March 2"%;

- Member At Large: Janis Gardner has polled the membership for a candidate, and Carol
Thomas is willing to serve. The item should be listed as “Appointment of Carol Thomas as
Member At Large”;

- Welfare & Institutions Code (WIC) Changes: Dr. Johnson noted that the BHAB Bylaws and
the WIC changes would need to be sent to County Counsel. Mr. Harris noted that the
changes are listed in the CALBHB/C newsletter shared at the January Executive meeting.
The BHAB Assistant agreed to send the documents to Dr. Johnson, who will forward to
County Counsel.
